DAY 1

Read Ephesians 3:20

Think about your day yesterday.
Did you say something you wish you could take
back?

Because God LOVES us,
Jesus came to take the punishment for sin by dying
on the cross. Three days later, He rose from the
dead to prove that nothing could ever separate us
again. Jesus came to live on earth so that He could

rescue us. That’s why we can have JOY!

Spend some time praying together,
thanking God for sending Jesus to be your Savior
